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ABSTRACT

The title of this research is The Application of Merry Go Around Technique In Developing the Students’ Reading Ability (A Collaborative Classroom Action Research to the Second Year Students of  MTsN Dewantara). The problems of this research are: 1)How does Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ ability in mastering reading of the second year students of MTsN Dewantara?. 2) How does Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ motivation of MTsN Dewantara in learning reading?. The Purpose of the Research are : 1) To know how the Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ ability in mastering reading of the second year students of MTsN Dewantara. 2) To know how the Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ motivation in learning reading of MTsN Dewantara in learning reading. Reading is defined as the level of understanding of writing. Proficient reading depends on the ability to recognize words quickly and effortlessly. Merry Go Around technique is the way to generate the activity and should answering the question inform of around and compounding the way of hand our. The methodology of this research is Collaborative Classroom Action Research; the setting of this research was MTsN Dewantara. The sample of this research was the second year students of class VIII/C which total students was 30 students. The instruments used in this research are: test, observation sheet, questionnaire, and field note. The result of this research are: the answer of the first problem was, the students’ ability in mastering reading by using Merry go Around technique improved, it showed by increased of the first cycle was 62, but it did not find the criteria of succes, so the resarcher continued to next cycle and the researcher found 76. It meant the students’ score improve significantly. The result of questionnaire also in level 3 by the range score 3.9 and 3.8. It meant that the students had positive response toward Merry go Around technique in improving reading. It could be seen from the result of questionnaire analysis that consisted in number 3.8 and 3.9. It stood in the criteria of the success. So that, the researcher concluded that the students  were happy and their motivation improved.
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INTRODUCTION


Reading is understanding about what they have read for getting knowledge, reading to get the information from the text. The purposes of reading are matched with the place or position, reading for fun or for entertainment usually done by the people to spend the time or to reach the sleeping time. But, reading for getting knowledge is usually done in the school.


According to School Based curriculum at MTsN Dewantara, curriculum required all of the teachers can teach reading for students as good as possible. The main purposes are to make the students can take the correct understanding of the text in content and contextually, and could reach criteria of success belonged to reading  was 80. Beside reached the criteria of success, the students are also hoped can understand the passage that is written in English, can take the beneficial knowledge, and can implement the knowledge in their daily life. But, either all of affords had been done by the teachers, but the expectation of curriculum was not success totally. So, the researcher did the observation to find the main cause of that failure. 


After doing the observation, the researcher found some matters as failure causer. Neither teacher nor students had serious in teaching and learning reading. The teacher’s problems such as:  First, teacher difficult to organize the class management when teaching reading. Second, teacher usually took the reading material from the work sheet only, and the teacher never took the interesting text from internet of another resource that can motivate the students in learning reading.     


While the other problems were faced by the students such as: First, the students’ motivation in learning reading in the classroom was very low, most of them were busy by their self and ignored the teacher’s instruction. Second, the students were boring with the monotonous text, so that most of them were lazy to analyze the text, therefore students did not know the meaning, the information, language features, and generic structure of the text. Finally, the students did not know exactly what is the information given in the text. So, when the examination tests, the students score could not reach the success criteria of reading that were expected by curriculum. 


After finding the problems belong to the teacher and students at MTsN Dewantara, the researcher taught seriously about the possible way to solve out those problems. The researcher sure that Merry go Around technique is a better solution, Merry go Around is a kind of cooperative technique that put the students to study in group, and the procedure of answering the question ran interestingly. 


The advantages of Merry go Around technique are: first can create a good interaction between the students in teacher, it made the students care toward the teacher’s instruction. Second, this technique can create a good cooperation between students and students, because the learning activities are running in the group. Third, the material of reading is found by the students’ group, and then it would randomized by the teacher. At last, the way of answering question in reading text is set interestingly by stick the question on the wall, and the group rotated in hand hour.     

By seeing the advantages Merry go Around technique, the researcher believes that this technique will be very close and appropriate for the teacher in teaching reading to the students especially for the second year students of MTsN Dewantara who had serious problem in teaching and learning. The researcher expected that Merry go Around would improve the students’ reading score that was expected by the school curriculum.   

Based on the explanation above, the researcher states the problems of this research as follows:

1. How does Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ ability in mastering reading of the second year students of MTsN Dewantara?

2. How does Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ motivation of MTsN Dewantara in learning reading?

Based on the research problems above, the researcher draws the purposes of this research as follows:

1. To know how the Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ ability in mastering reading of the second year students of MTsN Dewantara.

2. To know how the Merry Go Arround technique can improve the students’ motivation in learning reading of MTsN Dewantara in learning reading.

Reading is essential part of language instruction at every level learner because it support learning in many ways. It means that reading gives multiple opportunities for students to learn language, for content information and for cultural knowledge in other people and readers and through idea of reading text [1]. Reading is one of English skill that also should be mastered by the learner, so it also should have a special attention from the teacher therefore to make the students can master it well.  

[2]states that reading is a complex cognitive process of decoding for the intention of deriving meaning and constructing meaning. It is the mastery of basic cognitive process to the point where they are automatic so that intention is freed for the analysis of meaning. Reading is a means of language acquisition of communication and sharing information and ideas. Like all language, it is a complex interaction between the text and the reader which is shaped by the reader’s prior knowledge, experience, attitude, and language community which is culturally and socially situated. The reading process requires continuous practice, development, and refinement. Teaching reading is teaching the students to identify phonemes with or without the use of letters is effective. Meanwhile, the [3] says that reading is an interactive process that goes between the reader and text resulting in comprehension. The text present letters, words, sentences, paragraph that encoding meaning. The reader uses knowledge skill and strategies to determine the meaning contained in the text of reading.  

Based on the statement above, the researcher need to conclude that the purposes for reading is to gain information and the identify the  type of text determine the specific knowledge, skills, and strategies.  The readers need to apply therefore achieve the reading comprehension. Reading comprehension is thus much more than decoding. Reading comprehension results can be success when the reader knows which skills and strategies are appropriate for the type of text, and understands how to apply them to accomplish the reading purpose. 


Descriptive has the base words is descript, it same meaning with reflect. Descriptive text meant by the text that has the main aim to descript or to reflect the object specifically. [4] descriptive text is a text which say what a person or thing is like. Its purpose is to describe and reveal a particular person, place, or thing. Descriptive text allows the descriptor to describe the object clearly, it may gives the clear information and description about the object from the small particular resource to be the general term. Initially, the readers seemed see the object clear and directly. 


According to [4] says that descriptive text is the result of written that basically used the description way to describe about something generally up to specific. Descriptive text mainly tells about how the way of any body seen the object directly, it seemed as the listener or the people who receiver the information can see it directly. The descriptive text mainly used description activity to make the object clear under the real description.


Moreover, descriptive text can be defined as the real viewer of the text that play the main major role in describing about the object specifically. In another way, it could be defined as the kind of text under the description in the real object since from the smallest up to the biggest part of the object. Its’ aim is to give the clear description for the object or thing in the gradual and in term of specific attention form.

Based on the definition and description about descriptive text above, the researcher concludes that descriptive text is a kind of text that has the main purpose to describe about the thing and object or place generally to be specific. The main aim of descriptive text is to give the clear information from the readers. It could make the readers such as see the object directly.  

[5]Technique is a kind of learning technique under the basic of around of hour hand or in Indonesian known by (Keliling  searah Jarum Jam). Firstly, the students hold the material understanding and answering the written question. The relation with reading is the students firstly read, analyze the text, and answering the question that is related with the text. So that, whether the students do not understand about the material, they could not answer the question given by the teacher.

[6]technique is the way of learning with put the students to study in group and then they would answered the question around of the way of learning activity. Furthermore, it also put forward about the way of learning under the cooperative and competition. Cooperative happened in their each group, and competition happened with another group, the result of the reading activity could be seen from the language component that play the main major role of reading.

In another side, [6] technique gives a good reflection for the language learning process for productive or receptive skill. That act makes the people would know about the way of learning under the corporation and competition. When the way of learning run properly, the people would say about the way of that process was interesting and good. Therefore to find that fact, the people would say that again and agree for that learning activity.


The term of Merry go Around technique some time is stranger for the leaner of teacher, because it not matched with the serious activity. A half of activity dominantly run by the happiness and does not find the reliable time to regard the students’ scare, event the competition ran in the classroom. 

Based on the quotation above, the researcher concluded that Merry go Around technique is a kind of technique that can be used in teaching reading for the students in the classroom. This technique is interesting technique because the activity is dominantly ran by relax and enjoy.


The researcher gives the step of this technique that are adopted from Juan (2009:100), they are can be seen as below: 

1. Teacher set the students into the group that consist of 6 persons in a group 

2. Teacher gave the material in form text, the text that was given namely descriptive text, because it is matched by the syllabus in the school.

3. Teacher prepared the question based on the information given in the text 

4. Teacher patched the carton on the wall that contained the question

5. Teacher gave time limitation for students about 30 minutes to study about the text  

6. Every groups were standing in front of the carton that was patched on the wall 

7. Teacher gave time limitation for answering question about two minutes in each question. 

8. Then, the students in groups around in form of hour hand (searah jarum jam) to answer the question that was patched on the wall 

9. Teacher and students discussed the answer.

Based on nine points above, the researcher concluded that the application of Merry go Around technique was easy to be implemented. It was because most of the technique should be ran out in other to give the chance for students in improving their own capability in learning reading.

METHODOLOGY


The research design is a Collaborative Classroom Action Research. It is a kind of research that is intended to develop a new strategy to solve the problems that is found by the teacher in his/her classroom. [7] explained that in the Classroom Action Research, there are four steps that normally done. The main reason of choosing collaborative is in order to give a good contribution for the teacher and students who are teaching and learning in the school as the formal educational center.

This research was done at MTsN Dewantara this school was chosen as the setting of the research because the researcher need to enhance  the student ability in mastering reading comprehension, one aspect that make the researcher need to do that based on observation that this school has a problem with the low ability of student in mastering reading, and the certain subject that will be chosen was the lowest ability among of another classroom in mastering reading comprehension.

In the procedure and implementing of the process, some stages that would be done in repeated cycles. First, planning an action that was made based on the analysis of findings taken from the preliminary study, the second, the implementation of the action that the researcher did in the learning and teaching process, the third, observation that would be done by the researcher to collect the data during the action, and the fourth, reflection and data analysis that showed the result of the action done in each action.
RESEARCH FINDINGS AND DISCUSSIONS

The first meeting was conducted at August 18th 2014. In this meeting,  teacher and the researcher entered the classroom together. Firstly, teacher hold the time to ignore the students’ confusing because of the presence of the researcher, so that the teacher should introduce her to the students. Then the teacher gave the time fully for the researcher to open the teaching and learning process therefore to make the teacher and learning process successfully. The teaching and learning activity was divided into pre-teaching activity, while-teaching activity, and post-teaching activity. The activity of each phase can be seen as follows: 

In pre-teaching activity, the researcher introduced her self more deeply to the students, in this case the teacher deliver the indicator that should be reached by the students in that learning activity, the indicator included; reading loudly toward many kinds of written by using the correct intonation and perfect pronunciation, finding the main idea of the text, identifying the meaning of word that was read, and answering the question related to the text. The teacher also explained the way of learning reading under of her treatment, the treatment which was given followed the procedure of Merry go Around  technique, so that the teacher also told them that the teacher would ask them the question as the evaluation process. 

In while-teaching activities, teacher divided the students in a group that consisted about 6 students in each group, then teacher gave descriptive text titled my mother to each groups. Teacher gave the time 30 minutes for each group in learn about the text. Then, teacher prepare the questions based on the text. Teacher wrote the question on the cartoon stick it on the wall. In while-teaching activity, the students were expected knew about the important of learning reading, and how the reading activity would be running out.

Then, every group stood in front of the cartoon in answering the questions. Teacher gave the limitation time about two minutes to answer the questions in answering the question, after that the students around in our hand to find the new question. After all of the students answered the question, they could discuss about the answers. When the teacher made and implemented the technique Merry go around, it meant that the teacher had the technique in teaching reading and also could motivate then in learning reading. 

That problems should be solved out in order to make the teacher would received information in learning reading. In motivate the students some activities should be running out to make it clear enough. In these activities, the students were expected to be able to understand how the way of learning reading as good as possible, and after that the students could understand directly about how the way to answer the question of reading based on the information given in the text. So that, all of the students could manage the time when they were answering the questions based on the information given in the text. 


In post-teaching activity, the teacher gave the conclusion of the teaching and learning process of that day. Before that, the teacher gave the chance for students to ask the question, and gave a few information about how the way to answer the question in those activities in the classroom therefore to be well in reading. Whether the students could understand the reading material, they could answer the question. Finally, the teacher asked them to analyze the text in their home. When the bell rang, the teacher and collaborator left the classroom, and they promised to meet again later.  


The second meeting was conducted at August 19th 2014, the teacher focused on teaching reading to the students. In pre-teaching activity, the teacher greeted the students and asked about their condition. The teacher also asked about the students’ readiness in the following the teacher and learning process of reading of that day.  


In while-teaching activity, the teacher gave the new descriptive text title what is Butterfly? for students and asked them to read the text carefully, then the teacher asked them to analyze all of the component of the text such as; structure, words order, grammar, sentence, and another item related to the text. After the students analyze the text carefully and briefly, the teacher started to ran to give the question for students who just analyzed the text. The teacher’s activities when the learning activity should motivate and made the students study actively involved in the teaching and learning process in the classroom. 


In this stage, the teacher stick the cartoon that contained the questions on the wall, then the students were asked to answer the question that was stock on the wall by handing of the hand hour. That term should be enough perfectly motivate the students in answering the questions that was made. In this term, the students were happily compete in answering the question that was made by the researcher, and it made all of them interest in learning reading. 


In post-teaching activity, the teacher gave the chance for students to asked the question related to the reading material that just learner, the students who wanted to ask the question were rest their hand and asked the question briefly, then the researcher answered the students’ question. After that, the teacher gave the conclusion of the topic orally. Finally, the researcher closed the meeting when the bell rang and they promised to students that they would meet again later therefore to test their reading ability. 

 The third meeting was conducted at August 25th 2014. This meeting focused to continue the teaching and learning process of reading. In this case, the teacher trained the students more deeply in answering the questions. The activity in the third meeting also ran such as the second and the first meeting, which involved pre-teaching, while teaching, and post-teaching activity. 


This activity was not ran whole such as usually, because the researcher should left the time for give the test. The test was given individually, in testing the students, the researcher had the amount of question that was prepared before. In this case, the students were asked to answer the question in term of the sheet. The test had objective to measure the students’ ability in reading after the implementation  of Merry go Around  had been ran out in three meeting of the cycle I. That term would be good enough in training the teacher ability in teaching reading. So that fact would make the teacher active in teaching reading. 

The researcher displayed the time for test was 30 minutes. In post-teaching activity, the students and collaborator collected the students answered sheet, and they left the classroom together after gave the close meeting. 

Analysis of the  Implementation  Merry go Around  Technique  in Teaching and Learning Reading 


In analyzing the implementation of Merry go Around technique, the researcher needed to analyze the teacher’s in this case was the researcher and students’ performance during the teaching and learning process happened. Both are can be seen as follows: 

1) Analysis of the Teacher’s Performance  in Teaching and Learning Process

The teacher’s performance during the teaching and learning process was categorized as good performance, because she had ran all of the obligation such as written out in the lesson plan perfectly. But, the teacher had low the ability in motivating the students. Meanwhile, the teacher also did not train the students in findings the important aspect of the text, it made the students hard to find those kind of information. Furthermore, the teacher also lack of self confident in teaching the students. So that event all of the steps had been ran out, but the students’ activeness was still low. The fact about that could be seen from the result that was found by the collaborator in observation sheet for the researcher performance. It could be seen in the appendix I. 

The aspect of the teacher’s performance was about sixteen aspects, it was written clearly on the observation sheet that were involved, the researcher gave the problems that should be running out perfectly. Finally, the researcher analyzed the answered belonged of students, all of the aspects were graded, 3 for the first meeting, 3,12 for the second meeting, and 4 for the third meeting. For the first and the second meeting did not find the criteria of the success yet, so that the researcher could clearly declared that it was failed.

2) Analysis of the Students’ Activity During the Teaching and Learning Process

In this phase, most of the students who running the teaching and learning process were looked passive, it was because most of them did not ran the teaching and learning process seriously. From 30 students, only some of them answered the question on the wall and their collaboration with the students was good, but most of them just keep silent, the main constrain was the students could not express what they had known about the text perfectly. 

Furthermore, most of the students were lazy to read, so that they could not answered the question given by the researcher. The result of the students’ activity could be seen in the appendix II. The fact about the students performance could be found in the students’ observation sheet. The score that was given for the observation sheet are, for the first meeting was 3.15, 3.30 for the second meeting, and the third meeting was 4. The score of 3.15 and 3.30 did not meet the criteria of the success yet, and the finding of this score can be seen in the appendix.  

4.1.3.2 Analysis of the Students’ Result in Implementation of Merry go Around 

Technique in Learning Reading


The result of students’ reading mastery could be seen through the result of test. In this case, the researcher could be seen directly when the teaching and learning process happened. The result of test was detected from the result of the students’ answer sheet. The amount of questions were 10 questions, where each question are score about 10 points, so whether the students could answer all of the questions, it meant that the students would get a complete score as 100. But, the result of test that was obtained by the students was not good yet. The average score that was obtained by the students was 60. Whether it was calculated by the amount of the questions, the students’ average score was still low. 

The researcher found that the students’ score in reading was 62, this score was added by the result of students’ score in answering the test sheet of reading. Meanwhile the criterion of success that was set by the researcher was 75. Most of the students did not know about the tenses used in descriptive text. It meant that the students did not understand about the information given in the text. So that, most of the students be ran the actively involved in the teaching and learning process in the classroom as good as possible. 


The implementing of the cycle II also ran into three meetings. The procedure of the cycle II was still same as the procedure used in the first cycle that was included of planning, implementing, observing and reflecting. 


This was conducted at August 26th 2014. This meeting had been dialed that the teaching process had been divided into good order. In pre-teaching activity, the teacher greeted the students, motivating and giving stimulus for students therefore to motivate and to grow their adrenaline in the following the teaching and learning process of reading and also burned their adrenaline to be more active in the classroom. The teacher also asked them to ask the questions that were related with the topic that would be taught at that meeting. 


In while-teaching activity, the teacher gave the descriptive text titled Jatim Park  to the students . In that part, the teacher did not give space for students to ignore the teaching and learning process, the students were ordered by the teacher to do all activities as well as possible. In that case, the teacher talked much about the tenses used in descriptive text. The teacher also explained about how to obtain the information in the text. The students attended to their teachers’ explanation. In another way, the teacher also explained about grammar, structure, and words order which was used in the text, sometimes the teacher asked the question for the students, and they answered it directly


After explaining about the topic, the teacher asked them to do the task. In this case, the Merry go Around  technique was running properly, the students were not confuse anymore. They can run all procedures. When the students were in good concentration, the bell rang in answering the question that was laid down on the wall, the researcher could see directly that most of the groups answered the question in a short time and they did not confuse anymore. They should end the class. Before living the class, the teacher ordered the students to study at home, because their task would be continued in the next meeting. 


In post-teaching activity the teacher gave the chance for students to asked the question related to the reading material that just learner, the students who wanted to ask the question were rest their hand and asked the question briefly, then the researcher answered the students’ question. After that, the teacher gave the conclusion of the topic orally.

This meeting was conducted at September 01st 2014. This meeting focused to continue the activity in the previous meeting. This meeting specifically trained the students more deeply and seriously in the following the teaching and learning process.


In pre-teaching activity the teacher greeted the students, and asked the students’ readiness in the following the teaching and learning process of that day. The teacher also trained their memorial by asking the information that they still remembered of the previous meeting. Furthermore, the researcher also gave the chance for students to ask the questions. 

In while-teaching activity, the teacher gave the text title The Eiffel Tower too the students. The teacher gave time for students to read the text and repeat the explanation which was given in the first meeting therefore to make them understood all issue of the text. So, they did not find any constrain in answering questions, pointed the grammar and guessed the words order used in the text. So, when the teacher asked them to present the task in front of the classroom, the students had ready all. They rested their hand concurrently. Therefore the teacher should make a deal by asked them randomly. 

After the students had ran their activity in reading, the teacher started to stick the question on the wall, then the students were asked to stand up in front of the question and asked the students to answer it out directly. The students were also asked to round the question, it meant that who finished answer the question should be move to the second question and so on.

In post-teaching activity, the teacher gave the chance for students to ask a question. In this part, there were 3 students asked the question for the teacher. After that, the teacher gave the conclusion of the meeting and closed the meeting which namely as post-teaching activity. 


The third meeting was conducted at September 02nd 2014. This meeting was used to continue the teaching process of the second meeting. In pre-teaching activity, the researcher greeted the students and review about what they had learned in the second meeting. The researcher asked several questions related to the previous material, the researcher set the time that should be spend up about 35 minutes, while the time more would be used for tested the students.
In while teaching activity, the teacher and collaborator delivered the test sheet that was set individually. After the test sheet hold by the students, the researcher asked them to answer the question by the time setting was 90 minutes. The students follow the test. The procedure of giving the test was same with the first cycle; it was by giving the test sheet for students, where each of students found a sheet. The kinds of question was also same with the first cycle, it was about 5 questions for essay question and 5 questions for multiple choice. 


In post-teaching activity, the researcher and collaborator asked the pardon for the students during the study and learning process taken place, because the researcher and collaborator guessed that it was the last meeting, the researcher optimist that the students’ reading achievement improved. It showed in the students’ progress in performing the task in the first and second cycle. In another side, the researcher did not find any students’ obstacle in answering the questions.  The bell rang, the researcher and collaborator walked out the class satisfied.  

Analysis  of  the  Implementation  Marry go Around  Technique  in Teaching and Learning Reading 


In analyzing the implementation of Merry go Around technique, the researcher needed to analyze the teacher’s and students’ performance during the teaching and learning process happened. Both are can be seen as follows: 

1) Analysis of the Teacher’s Performance  in Teaching and Learning Process

The teacher performance in the second cycle was improved, it could be seen that the researcher could motivate the students, therefore made the students actively involved in the teaching and learning process in the classroom. On the other hand, the researcher also can motivate the students’ perfectly in answering the question, because the way of the question given understood orally by the students. The researcher performance that was written in the observation sheet was perfectly running out, it was because most of that case graded as good as possible therefore found the level 5.  

2) Analysis of the Students’ Activity During the Teaching and Learning Process

The students’ activity in the first cycle was not perfectly good, because there were many students could not answer the questions, and most of them were not fully involved in the teaching and learning process. It was different with the second cycle, in this cycle, the students were perfectly involved in the teaching and learning process, and most of them could answer the question given by the researcher. When it was matched by the observation sheet, the students also reached the level 5.


After conducted the test in the second cycle, the researcher obtained the result of test. From the result of test which can be seen the direct improvement from the first cycle. 


Despite of score above, the researcher checked the students’ answer sheet. In that case, the researcher found that the mistaken were decreased. Based on that fact, the researcher concluded that based on the criteria success of reading promoted by Arikunto it was about 75, while the students’ achievement in reading for the post-test of the second cycle, the cycle two was success in the first cycle was 62 and improved to 76. The researcher and collaborator did not need to continue for the next cycle, because the students’ achievement in reading improved. It could be seen directly about the performance that should be good enough in the following the teaching and learning process in the classroom


This research was conducted in two cycles, every cycle was three meetings of each cycle, so the total meeting was six meetings. The result of the test in the first cycle was 62. This score did not find the criteria of success, because most it was under the number of 66-79 that was taken as the success criteria of reading that was set in the third chapter. The researcher performance also found the same case, event the researcher performance categorized as the good performance, but it was not perfectly complete. 


The researcher judged the failed of the cycle I were caused by the lack of the students’ motivation in learning reading, and the students could not take the important information contained in text, so that most of the students could not answered the question given by the researcher. When the students could not take the information, it meant that the students could not answer the question of the test. So that their score was low.

Because of that case, the researcher continued the second cycle, the result of test for the second cycle found the criteria of success, because the students found the average score was 76. That score found the criteria of success so that the researcher stopped the research. The successful of the first cycle followed by the successful of the researcher in teaching the students. 

The final result of this research can be seen by the comparing the result of the cycle I and cycle II, the cycle I was 62 improved to 76. And the researcher’s and the students’ performance also found the same case that followed the improvisation that was happened in the test item. Based that fact, the researcher proudly said that Merry go Around technique is an appropriate technique that can be used in teaching reading. 

The result of questionnaire also showed that the students had positive response toward Merry go Around technique in improving reading. It could be seen from the result of questionnaire analysis that consisted in number 3,8 and 3,9. It stood in the criteria of the success. So that, the researcher concluded that the students were happy and their motivation improved.
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
Conclusions 


The researcher needs to apply the conclusion the whole research. They are can be seen as follows:

1. The answer of the first problem was, the students’ ability in mastering reading by using Merry go Around technique improved, it showed by increased of the first cycle was 62, but it did not find the criteria of succes, so the resarcher continued to next cycle and the researcher  found 76. It meant the students’ score improve significantly. 
2. The students’ motivation was good where the students had high motivation in learning reading by using Merry go Around technique it showed by the result of students’ observation sheet for the first cycle was 3.15, 3,30 and 4 improved to be 4, 4.3 and 5. The qualification of students given by the resracher were improve in every meeting. The result of questionnaire also stood in level 3 by the range score 3.9 and 3.8. It meant that  the students had positive response toward Merry go Around technique in improving reading. It could be seen from the result of questionnaire analysis that consisted in number 3.8 and 3.9. It stood in the criteria of the success. So that, the researcher concluded that the students  were happy and their motivation improved.

Suggestions 


While the suggestions that need to be given by the researcher included: 

1. The researcher suggests that students should study reading seriously, the students could learn reading under the treatment of Merry go Around technique. Because that technique can motivate and burn the students’ adrenaline in answering the question, because that rounding could make the students happy and could improve their motivation in learning reading in the classroom. 

2. The researcher suggests that the teacher should use appropriate technique in teaching English for students, and the teacher should try Merry go Around technique, because it is a good technique that can be used in teaching reading to the students. 

3. The researcher suggest that the next researcher it is expected that the other researchers would develop this research using different perspective and different media and technique. In other words, they could use this research as the reference complete their research paper
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
